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New to the campaign trail? Take these ten steps for a better America:

1. Register to vote. If you’re a citizen who’s at least 18, this is a must. You can download the motor voter form at http://tinyurl.com/5abt9. Offline, you can get a form at any one of the County Clerk's office, Board of Election's office, City and village offices, Township offices, Precinct Committeemen, some schools, some public libraries, some labor groups, some civic groups, some corporations, and Military recruitment offices.

2. Sign up for Kerry email. Stay informed with official campaign emails and alerts. Visit www.JohnKerry.com and enter your name in the top right corner. If you don’t have an email account or a computer, visit your local library and sign up for a free email account at www.Yahoo.com.

3. Join the Kerry Volunteer Center. With this you can track the amount of money you’ve donated, recruit friends, help the Media Corps write letters and call radio stations and host and post events to local Kerry volunteers. There’s also a search engine to find volunteers and events in your zip code.

4. Join the ‘Kerry Chicago’ Yahoo Group. These are online communities where you can post alerts and find about news and local events. The address is http://groups.yahoo.com/group/KerryChicago/.

5. Contribute! Every little bit helps, whether you’re a student or an heir. Donate online at https://Contribute.JohnKerry.com or fill out a donor card at your next Meetup.

6. Join a Committee. See below for the different committees we have in Illinois. There’s opportunities all the way from writing letters to traveling to battleground states.
